The GLFS comes in three configurations, the GLFS-Hooded (Left), which was first adopted by the US 
Army Second Infantry Division on their M14SE “Crazy Horse” SASS and on US Navy full-length M14SEs. 
The GLFS-D-22 allows the use of a traditional M14 dovetail sight and is intended for use on 22.0” (i.e. 
standard length) barrels. The GLFS-D-18 is intended for use on 18.0” barrels and is current  issue on the 
USN MK 14 Mod 0, Mod 1, and Mod 2 rifles. This design will also be incorporated into the forthcoming 
USAF MK14 rifle. GLFS units are chrome moly steel, heat treated and Melonited.
